NOTICE ON VEHICLE PARKING
The City of Grant has an ordinance stating certain vehicles are prohibited from parking on city streets.  The ordinance reads it shall be unlawful for all trucks including tractor-trailers, semi-tractors, semi-trailers, motor carriers, common carriers, or contract carriers of property with the exception for pickup trucks to stop or park on any street excepting Central Avenue, 1st Street and designated truck parking areas, within the city limits of the City of Grant unless making a pickup or delivery during the hours of 8:30 am and 6:30 pm, unless special permission is granted from a police official.  It shall be unlawful for the operator of any petroleum transport truck, whether loaded or unloaded, except while loading or unloading its contents, to park or leave such truck standing 75 feet of any building, of which any portion is used for dwelling purposes.

Any violator of this chapter appearing at the city hall and desiring to plead guilty and waive court appearance shall present the official police citation and pay the City Clerk according to the following schedule, based upon elapsed time from occurrence of the violation:  One to five days, excluding weekends and legal holidays $100.00; Over five days, excluding weekends and legal holidays $150.00.
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
